Guidelines and Regulations for Non Profit Exhibitors
1.
Vendor must supply their own free standing tent which can be NO larger than 10’x10’.   Trailers and  Push Carts must be pre-approved by Burgerfest Committee.  If you choose to have seating, you are responsible for providing your own chairs and tables. The placement will be designated by the “Burgerfest Committee”.

2.
Please lay down cardboard under potentially greasy/wet areas.

3.
Tables or booths are to be skirted (any color you prefer) to the ground and all supplies should be out of sight. Please have fun. You can use a BURGER THEME, YOUR OWN BUSINESS THEME or        Burgerfest Them “All About Service”.

4.
Please, NO household extension cords, only commercial rated cords are to be used and they must be 
taped down to avoid a trip hazard.

5.
Vendor is responsible for cleaning and debris pick up (which includes seating area if you have any) 
within a 10 foot area around the booth.

6.
Theft, loss or damage to merchandise, booth or product is the sole responsibility of the user/vendor.

7.
Set up will take place between   8:00 a.m. and 11:00 am.   Saturday morning.  Be prepared to open by 11:30 am.  Tear down will take place no sooner than 7:30 pm and must be completed no later  than   8:30  p.m..The main highways will reopen to general traffic at 9 pm.

 Vendors may not sell extras unless pre-approved through the committee: 


(i.e. buttons, pins, T-shirts, etc.)..

9.  
Vendors cannot solicit outside of their assigned booth area, as a courtesy to other exhibitors and

sponsors.

10.
Vendors and their staff should wear name tags or T-shirts that identify them as vendors at all times. 

11.
The Kiwanis Club of Hamburg and/or Burgerfest Committee reserves the right to close down a vendor 
for breach of any of the aforementioned rules.
