 Taste of Hamburg, Burgerfest  July 16, 2011
Rules and Regulations for Food Vendors

1.
Vendor must supply their own free standing tent which can be NO larger than 10’x10’ for cooking, unless pre-approved by Burgerfest Committee.   If you choose to offer seating,  you are responsible for providing your own chairs and tables.  Placement will be designated by the “Taste Committee”.

2.
Please lay down cardboard under potentially greasy areas.

3.
Tables or booths must  be skirted (any color you prefer) to the ground and all supplies should be out of sight.  Please have fun, use a  BURGER THEME OR YOUR OWN RESTAURANT THEME. Burgerfest theme is “All About Service”.
4.
Please, NO household extension cords may be used.  ALL commercial rated extension cords must be taped down to avoid a trip hazard.

5.
Vendors are responsible for cleaning and debris pick up (which includes seating area if you have any) within a 10 foot area around the booth. A commercial dumpster is provided for your use.
6.
All vendors must have presented a certificate of insurance to Burgerfest and have completed all Health Department paperwork . The Heath Certificate must be posted at their booth.  We suggest the two items are enclosed in clear plastic cover for display on tent.

7.
Theft, loss or damage to merchandise, booth or product is the sole responsibility of the user/vendor.

8.
Set up will start at  8:00 a.m.   Saturday morning.  Be prepared to serve by 11:30 p.m. Tear down will take place no sooner than 8:00 p.m.   and must be completed no later than 9:00 p.m. If you want to stay open later it is ok but it must be approved by the  committee. 
9.
All portions should be a “TASTE”. No other merchandise may be sold with the exception of a mug or drink container without prior approval.  All food portions should be priced in fifty cent increments costing no more than $4.00 per serving.

10.
17% of ticket proceeds will go to Burgerfest  2011 and 83% of ticket proceeds go to vendor.  Vendors must turn in tickets and will be reimbursed by check within 14 days. (You will be notified of designated area to turn tickets in).  Vendors are NOT allowed to except cash for any purchases.  Any vendor in violation will be asked to leave and not  be invited back.
11.
 Vendors may not sell extras unless pre-approved through the committee: 


(i.e. buttons, pins, T-shirts, etc.).

13.
Signs indicating food items & # of tickets required Must be displayed on booth.
14.
Insurance requirements:  must have minimum of $1 million dollar coverage .Kiwanis Club of Hamburg named as additional insured.

15.
The Burgerfest Committee reserves the right to close down a vendor for breach of any of the aforementioned rules. Official hours of Burgerfest are 12:00 PM to 11:30 PM. The Taste hours are 11:30 PM to 8 PM.
